yourself with what CyberSentinel can do.  

The following pages will show you all you need to know to get started ï including some 

useful hints and tips to help you customise and get the most from CyberSentinelé 



Step 1 - Register an Online Account 

Go to http://www.cybersentinel.co.uk and register for a free trial or buy the software. 

Step 2 - Download and Install 

After registration, youôll be able to download and install CyberSentinelôs home software on each 
computer you want to protect. Youôll need to be an administrative user to do this.  Restart the 

machine and log on as normal after installation.  

If the machine is configured with different user accounts, log on as each user at least once. When 
you log on youôll see a sample Acceptable Use Policy message appear. Click ñI agreeò to use the 

machine. This can be customised for your family later. 

Once CyberSentinel is installed on a PC you wonôt need to touch it again - as all configuration is 

performed from the web based management console. 
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CyberSentinel has two components:  

A small piece of software (the 

home client) that you need to 

install on each PC you want 

to protect. 

A web based management console 

where you configure your settings 

and view what your child has 

been doing.

Step 3 - Try it out 

CyberSentinel comes pre-configured with a basic e-Safety policy that stops pornographic web sites 
and monitors for pornographic word usage and words and phrases typically used by strangers when 

grooming children. 

Once CyberSentinel is installed, anyone using that computer will initially have these restrictions 

placed on their computer usage. 

Things to do:  
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Now that youôve tried out the basics, you should log into the web console to 

view the screen captures, web logs and configure a few more user settings... 

¶ Have a read of the sample Acceptable Use Policy that appears on login. This may be a good 

place to start when talking to your children about internet dangers and online safety.  

¶ Check Web Safety is functioning by trying to browse to a few pornographic web sites  

(try www.hustler.com or www.page3.com for starters!) 

¶ Test Word and Phrase Monitoring is working by opening an 

email and typing a few rude words. If theyôre in the preconfigured pornography library you 

should notice a small popup message informing you that a monitored word has been detected. 

¶ Type the following phrases: ñthis is our secretò, ñare you aloneò or ñru virgin?ò
